AHUG A TREE IN RIDGETOPO

In February 2012 the Ridgetop Garden
project had intention of labeling a few of the
trees in the Ridgetop Station Park; now we
are preparing the application for Level 1
Arboretum certification. The park greenway
passes by large Maples and Oaks, a wet-
weather creek, an old orchard, and species
planted and maintained by the former
owners of the property.

Dwight Barnett, State Forester for
Robertson County, identified over 30
species of trees on his initial visit to the park
and recommended that we explore
arboretum status. General requirements for
certification include: being open to the
public; protecting trees from mower and
trimmer damage; labeling trees; inspecting
trees for hazards and addressing those
hazards.

Certified arboreta are listed on the
Tennessee Urban Forestry website, are
publicized in local and forestry publications,
and can display a fieCertified Arboretumo
sign, The park will be a resource for

educating the public about different tree
species and hopefully a destination for the
countyods childrends science classes.

The arboretum is financed and supported
by the city of Ridgetop park board and city
council. The Ridgetop Garden Club, State
Forestry personnel, Master Gardeners, local
Boy Scouts are actively engaged in making
the arboretum a success.
